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Allen Matkins Leck Gamble Mallory & Natsis LLP ("Allen Matkins"), 

general counsel to Thomas A. Seaman ("Receiver"), the Court-appointed 

receiver for the Defendant entities and their subsidiaries and affiliates 

(collectively, "Receivership Entities"), hereby submits this seventh interim 

application for approval and payment of fees and reimbursement of expenses 

("Application").  This Application covers the period from August 1, 2018, 

through October 31, 2018 ("Seventh Application Period"), and seeks interim 

approval of $109,133.10 in fees and $8,043.97 in expenses and an order 

authorizing the Receiver to pay, on an interim basis, 80% of the fees incurred 

($87,306.48) and 100% of expenses incurred. 

I. INTRODUCTION 

This fee application should be read in conjunction with the Receiver's 

Eighth Interim Report filed on February 1, 2019 ("Eighth Report"), which 

describes in detail the Receiver's activities during the Seventh Application 

Period.  Dkt. No. 313.  This Application seeks interim approval of $109,133.10 

in fees for a total of 176.10 hours worked and payment on an interim basis of 

80% of that amount, or $87,306.48.  The work performed is described task-by-

task in Exhibit A and is broken down into the following categories:

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Allen Matkins has worked diligently and efficiently to assist the Receiver 

in carrying out his Court-ordered duties.  The firm's work has allowed the 

Receiver to preserve and protect the value of receivership estate assets, including 

approximately $10 million in cash, undeveloped land intended for development 

into assisted living facilities, interests in certain operating businesses, various 

pending litigation claims and causes of action for recovery, commercial real 

property located in Montana, a luxury yacht, restaurant equipment, and various 

other items of personal property.  The firm has worked diligently to assist the 

Receiver in carrying out his Court-ordered duties and should be compensated on 

an interim basis for its work. 

II. SUMMARY OF TASKS PERFORMED AND COSTS INCURRED 

A. Categories and Descriptions of Work 

1. General Receivership 

The United States Attorney for the Office of the United States Trustee 

commenced an investigation into the bankruptcy filing of Charlton Liu arising 

out of Mr. Liu's filings in the Bankruptcy Court.  Mr. Liu was the manager and 

operator of the Caffe Primo Restaurants, all of which either never opened or were 

promptly closed by the Receiver after his appointment.  The Receiver's 

accounting showed substantial commingling and the diversion of investor funds 

from the Caffe Primo projects.  Ultimately nearly all of the money invested into 

the various Caffe Primo restaurants was lost..  The U.S. Attorney has requested 

records and information related to Caffe Primo and Mr. Liu.  Allen Matkins 

provided legal advice and assistance with regard to the Receiver's response to the 

subpoena, the production of documents, and the Receiver's overall response to 

the U.S. Attorney's inquiries.  The reasonable and necessary fees for work in this 

category total $2,191.50. 
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2. Investigation/Reporting 

Allen Matkins' time in this category focused on preparing the Receiver's 

Seventh Interim Report, which was filed on June 19, 2018.  Dkt. No. 268.  The 

report provides a detailed update on the Receiver's activities and findings, as well 

as a financial report regarding the receipts and disbursements for the receivership 

estate.  Id.   

Allen Matkins also assisted in preparing a Joint Status Report with the 

Securities and Exchange Commission ("Commission"), which was prepared at 

the Court's instruction pursuant to the order entered on October 4, 2018.  Dkt. 

No. 302.  The Joint Status Report was filed on October 11, 2018.  Dkt. No. 303.  

The reasonable and necessary fees for work in this category total $7,440.30. 

3. Investor Issues/Communications 

Time in this category focused on responding to inquiries from counsel 

representing certain investors.  The reasonable and necessary fees for work in 

this category total $225.00. 

4. Sale/Disposition/Transfer of Assets 

As with prior periods,  this category of work reflects the significant time 

spent to assist the Receiver in efforts to market and sell the array of real 

properties which were ostensibly acquired by the Receivership Entities for the 

purpose of developing assisted living developments.  As reflected in the various 

motions to sell assets, only one of the properties was successfully developed, 

thus even this project has proved problematic in light of the fact that it was 

encumbered with a $17.0 million HUD loan.  Most of the properties were parcels 

of raw land with some associated entitlements, permits, or plans having little or 

no value. 

During this period, Allen Matkins and the Receiver successfully closed 

certain transactions and worked to negotiate contracts for sale of most of the 

remaining real estate and personal property assets of the receivership estate. 
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Allen Matkins continued to provide legal advice to the Receiver regarding 

letters of intent and offers to purchase properties, negotiations with potential 

purchasers/joint ventures and secured creditors, purchase and sale documents, 

motion papers concerning the sales transactions, and complex title and legal 

issues concerning the closing of the transactions.   

As previously reported, the properties are located throughout central and 

northern California, Montana, Arizona, and Florida.  The geographic diversity 

has resulted in certain challenges for the Receiver and Allen Matkins in selling 

and closing transactions.  Moreover, the inexplicable corporate structures and use 

of multiple shell affiliates as ownership structures has created significant 

confusion for buyers and title companies.  Allen Matkins spent significant time 

addressing legal issues both in structuring transactions and addressing 

fundamental title issues (i.e., convincing title companies in Florida and 

California to close sales and issue title insurance.)  Further complicating these 

sales are the loans encumbering the real properties which in some cases are 

disputed.  These issues manifested themselves in turning otherwise common 

place purchase and sale transactions into protracted legal endeavors. 

(a) Tucson, Arizona Property 

The sale of the Tucson Project has continued to require both the Receiver's 

and Allen Matkins' time.   In an effort to preserve the EB-5 investors' 

immigration goals, we worked on several proposals for the sale and restructuring 

of the Receivership Entities' ownership interests in the TRC Tucson project.  As 

previously reported, TRC Tucson is the only completed and operating facility, 

however, it is encumbered with a $17 million HUD loan.  Allen Matkins worked 

on several LOI's from potential buyers to monetize the interest of the 

Receivership Entities in the TRC Tucson Project while preserving the EB-5 

investor interests.  Allen Matkins also worked on restructuring proposals 

involving corporate law issues and advising the Receiver concerning the possible 
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legal structures for transactions.  After several months of work with a proposed 

buyer, they walked away from the transaction.  While not occurring during this 

period, the Receiver has located a new buyer and Allen Matkins is presently 

working on a new restructuring proposal.  

(d) Sales of California and Florida Properties 

Allen Matkins advised the Receiver regarding the Clearwater and Orlando-

Summerfield projects in Florida.  Allen Matkins prepared a purchase and sale 

agreement for review by the prospective purchaser, engaged in negotiations as to 

the terms of the sale, and motions to approve the sales of these properties were 

filed on July 31, 2018, and August 3, 2018, respectively.  Dkt. Nos. 282, 284.  

Each of these transactions involved title issues arising out of the Florida title 

insurer's trepidation, to issue title policies related to sales out of California 

receiverships.  Ultimately these sale motions were granted and the sales closed.  

Allen Matkins provided the Receiver advice and counsel concerning the 

sale of several California properties, however, it appears that neither transaction 

will close.  While Letters of Intent were exchanged with regard to the Stockton-

Kern Canyon property, the proposed buyer and Receiver failed to reach terms 

that would have provided a meaningful recovery for the receivership estate.  

Similarly, the buyer for the Lincoln IL [Lincoln Village] walked away from the 

deal at the conclusion of the due diligence period.  In both instances, Allen 

Matkins provided advice and counsel to the Receiver to assist in negotiations.   

Finally, Allen Matkins worked with the Receiver regarding the sale of the 

the Beroca yacht, which is located in Mexico.  The firm prepared a motion for 

approval of the sale of the yacht, which was filed on July 27, 2018.  Dkt. 

No. 281.  The Court granted the sale motion and the yacht sale has closed.  The 

reasonable and necessary fees for work in this category total $39,857.40. 
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5. Pending Litigation 

This category includes Allen Matkins' time communicating with the 

counsel representing a group of investors against Emilio Francisco, PDC Capital 

Group, Caffe Primo International, Dennis Shen, Marilyn Thomassen, and Robert 

Ferrante.  The reasonable and necessary fees for work in this category total 

$506.25. 

6. Claims/Distribution 

Allen Matkins has assisted the Receiver addressing the investor and 

creditor claims against the receivership estate following the Court's approval of 

the claims procedures.  Dkt. No. 254.  This included advising the Receiver as to 

claimant inquiries, and addressing disputed claims of investors, third party 

vendors, and secured and unsecured lenders and claimants.   

Allen Matkins has worked with secured lenders concerning a number of 

properties in an effort to limit the Receivership Entities' exposure and to attempt 

to recover some value for the receivership estate.  In particular, Allen Matkins 

has worked with the lenders on the Lincoln IL property in Lincoln, California, 

the Kern Canyon Property in Stockton, California and the Sun City property in 

Sun City, Florida.  In the case of Sun City, the Receiver was able to recover 

$100,000 in exchange for a deed in lieu of a foreclosure transaction.  The 

reasonable and necessary fees for work in this category total $21,829.50. 

7. Third Party Claims & Recoveries 

This category includes work on potential claims of the receivership estate 

against attorney Eric Bronk, including the tolling agreement signed by 

Mr. Bronk.  The reasonable and necessary fees for work in this category total 

$776.25. 
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8. Thomassen Litigation1 

During the Seventh Application Period, Allen Matkins engaged in 

extensive efforts with respect to the Federal Rule of Civil Procedure Rule 26 

conference of counsel and disclosure process.  This work included the 

compilation of documents and identification of witnesses and issues to be 

addressed in the conference, participation in the conference of counsel and 

appropriate follow up, preparation of a draft Joint Report and working with 

opposing counsel to finalize the report for filing.  Allen Matkins also compiled 

and analyzed the information necessary for initial disclosures, drafted and 

revised the initial disclosures, and served them on opposing counsel.  Allen 

Matkins also reviewed disclosures made by Thomassen.  

Allen Matkins reviewed and analyzed the complaint filed against 

Thomassen by the Commission , including analysis of the potential effect on the 

present action.  Finally, Allen Matkins provided advice and counsel to the 

Receiver with respect to potential settlement, and engaged in settlement 

discussions with opposing counsel.  The reasonable and necessary fees for work 

in this category total $17,797.95. 

9. Richardson Litigation2 

During the Seventh Application Period, Allen Matkins prepared a Joint 

Rule 26(f) Report, as well as the Receiver's initial disclosures under FRCP 26.  

The firm also gather, reviewed, and produced documents in connection with the 

Receiver's initial disclosures.  The firm reviewed and analyzed disclosures and 

documents provided by Richardson.  Allen Matkins also prepared and

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propounded written discovery requests, as well as responses to Richardson's 

written discovery requests.  The reasonable and necessary fees for work in this 

category total $18,508.95. 

B. Summary of Expenses Requested for Reimbursement 

Allen Matkins requests the Court approve reimbursement of $8,043.97 in 

out-of-pocket costs.  The itemization of such expenses is summarized below by 

category.  The expenses incurred include the issuance and service of subpoenas, 

notices, and demands to third parties and the subsequent gathering of documents 

in response thereto.  Lastly, outside vendor costs incurred for web hosting of 

e-discovery documents are also included. 

The total for costs incurred by Allen Matkins are broken down by category 

as follows:

IV. THE FEES AND COSTS ARE REASONABLE 

AND SHOULD BE ALLOWED 

"As a general rule, the expenses and fees of a receivership are a charge 

upon the property administered."  Gaskill v. Gordon, 27 F. 3d 248, 251 (7th Cir. 

1994).  These expenses include the fees and expenses of this Receiver and his 

professionals, including Allen Matkins.  Decisions regarding the timing and 

amount of an award of fees and costs to the Receiver and his Professionals are 

committed to the sound discretion of the Court.  See SEC v. Elliot, 953 F.2d 

1560, 1577 (11th Cir. 1992) (rev'd in part on other grounds, 998 F. 2d 922 

(11th Cir. 1993)). 

In allowing fees, a court should consider "the time, labor and skill 

required, but not necessarily that actually expended, in the proper performance of 

the duties imposed by the court upon the receiver[], the fair value of such time, 

labor and skill measured by conservative business standards, the degree of 

activity, integrity and dispatch with which the work is conducted and the result 

obtained."  United States v. Code Prods. Corp., 362 F. 2d 669, 673 (3d Cir. 

1966) (internal quotation marks omitted).  In practical terms, receiver and 

professional compensation thus ultimately rests upon the result of an equitable, 

multi-factor balancing test involving the "economy of administration, the burden 

that the estate may be able to bear, the amount of time required, although not 

necessarily expended, and the overall value of the services to the estate."  In re 

Imperial 400 Nat'l, Inc., 432 F. 2d 232, 237 (3d Cir. 1970).  Regardless of how 

this balancing test is formulated, no single factor is determinative and "a 

reasonable fee is based [upon] all circumstances surrounding the receivership."  
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SEC v. W.L*. Moody & Co., Bankers (Unincorporated), 374 F. Supp. 465, 480 

(S.D. Tex. 1974). 

As a preliminary matter, the Appointment Orders confer on the Receiver 

substantial duties and powers, including to conduct such investigation and 

discovery as is necessary to locate and account for all receivership assets, take 

such action as is necessary and appropriate to assume control over and preserve 

receivership assets, and employ attorneys and others to investigate and, where 

appropriate, institute, pursue, and prosecute all claims and causes of action of 

whatever kind and nature.  See TRO, Part IX; PI Order, Part IX. 

The Receiver promptly determined that experienced, qualified counsel was 

necessary due to the size and complexity of the receivership estate and engaged 

Allen Matkins pursuant to the authority granted to him in the Appointment 

Orders.  Allen Matkins immediately began work and has worked diligently and 

efficiently to assist the Receiver in carrying out his Court-ordered duties.  The 

firm has submitted a detailed fee application which describes the nature of the 

services rendered, and the identity and billing rate of each individual performing 

each task.  See Exhibit A. 

Allen Matkins has endeavored to staff matters as efficiently as possible 

while remaining cognizant of the complexity of issues presented.  The request for 

fees is based on Allen Matkins' customary billing rates charged for comparable 

services provided in other matters, less a 10% discount.  In addition, Allen 

Matkins wrote off and did not charge for 6.0 hours ($3,237.30) of work during 

the Seventh Application Period. 

The work performed by Allen Matkins was essential to carrying out the 

Receiver's Court-ordered duties.  Allen Matkins has worked diligently to 

preserve and protect the assets of the receivership estate, investigate and recover 

sums transferred to third parties, and maximize the funds available for ultimate 

distribution to investors.  Moreover, Allen Matkins seeks payment of only 80% 
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of fees incurred on an interim basis in recognition of the fact that its work in 

assisting the Receiver is ongoing.  Payment of the proposed 20% holdback will 

be sought at the conclusion of the receivership.  Allen Matkins' fees are fair and 

reasonable and should be approved and paid on an interim basis. 

V. CONCLUSION 

Allen Matkins, therefore, respectfully requests the Court enter an Order: 

1. Approving Allen Matkins' fees, on an interim basis, of $109,133.10; 

2. Authorizing and directing the Receiver to pay 80% of approved 

fees, or $87,306.48, from the assets of the Receivership Entities; 

3. Approving Allen Matkins' costs in the amount of $8,043.97 and 

authorizing and directing the Receiver to reimburse such costs in full; and 

4. For such other and further relief as the Court deems appropriate.
